We wish to construct an accessory building/shed in our yard.  The desired location for this accessory building requires a slight overlap (approximately 10’) into our “side-yard”.  See attached diagram for details.

Our home has an unusually deep setback on our lot (i.e., our home is located well towards the rear of our lot).  In addition, our home has a significantly canted orientation (i.e., our home has a “twisted” orientation and doesn’t directly face our street).   Finally, there are several wooded areas on our property with large mature trees.  See attached diagram for details.

Yes.  Our neighborhood, with winding streets and extensive wooded areas, features a diverse array of lot shapes and home placement/orientation on their respective lots.

The placement of our home, with an unusually deep setback and significantly canted orientation, has a direct effect on the options available to place an accessory building on our property.  If either of these factors were within a “normal” range, the desired accessory building location would be in complete conformity with the zoning ordinance.  See attached diagram for details.

The hardship is a result of the placement of our home, with an unusually deep setback and significantly canted orientation, on our lot.  See attached diagram for details.

If the variance is granted, the desired location for the accessory building:

· Does not dramatically alter the visual appearance of our property or neighborhood.  Several such accessory buildings already exist in our neighborhood.  In addition, the desired location maximizes the use of natural screening of trees and brush to integrate well with the existing visual appearance of our neighborhood.

· Does not impair the use or development of adjacent property.  The desired location, with 12’ of clearance from the nearest adjacent property, provides ample clearance for subsequent development.
